Improved team working skills. One group
that struggled with team work, have now
developed a new level of empathy and team
spirit.

Increased self-esteem. They have seen the
biggest change in those suffering from low
self-esteem. This group have a new found
confidence that will enable them to try

new things and even stand up to the most
extroverted characters when back at school.
